COE is an organization and a class. The

letters stand for Cooperative Occupational
Education. COE does just that. It gets the
students ready for employment, used to the
world of work, and teaches them basic skills.
As a class they learn about those jobs related
to the distribution of goods and services.
Each student is placed in a job exactly or
similar to the one he wants when he’s out of
school. The student starts on beginning lev­
els and then works himself up. Evaluation of
the student comesfrom both the teacher and
the employer.

The club forms a social background for the
students, which they loose when their jobs
conflict with other school organizations. The
club is run by an executive board which has
two members from each class and a presi­
dent. Some of the club’s activities were a
